“WE DID A PARTY here called Mutiny On The

Bounty” chuckles Dylan Barnes, one half of vibrant

house duo Mutiny. It v/ent a bit rock 'n' roll. We
had a good time and v;e played really well but v/hen

the boat got back there were police cars and things

waiting for us. They’d heard about us and knew
about the smashed marble tables and things.”

Dylan is relating his tale of lurid debauchery

from a hotel room at the Miami Winter Conference,

where he and partner in crime Rob Davy have

obviously just made a huge impact. Rob is

physically unable to talk on the phone which,

Dylan assures us, is down to flu rather than self-

abuse. He continues to explain how the duo got

together a few years ago afier Dylan left lauded

house act Helicopter (which he formed with

Basement Jaxx's Simon Ratcliffe) to work on

his nev/ label, Sunflower.

“Both Simon and I got a bit bored of the whole

handbag house thing,” he shares, “so I started

Sunflower and he went off to do Atlantic Jaxx. We
wanted to push ourselves in other directions and

when I met Rob, he had been making hip hop and

beats and there was a good blend of music going

on. We complemented each other in the studio and

found we could be a bit rougher with our music and

take It forward a little bit further.”

Frequenters of more discerning dancefloors may
already be aware of certain Mutiny tracks that have

kept the fires burning while their debut album was
in progress. There was the hands-in-the-air-a-thon

‘New Horizon’ (released on Azuli), the fresh and

uplifting 'Secrets’ (featuring the vocals of Lorraine

Cato) and the funk-fuelled party jam 'Body

Breaker’. They’re the kind of tunes that showcase

Mutiny’s quest for diversity as well as displaying an

energy not witnessed on the house scene since the

Jaxx dropped their unassailable ‘Remedy’.

"People do compare us a lot," admits Dylan, "but

It’s natural as Simon and I have been using the same
studio for seven years. We grew up with the same
music, we have the same equipment and the same
influences. Also Basement Jaxx are quality at what

they do so I'm bound to be influenced by them. It’s a

positive comparison as far as I’m concerned.”

Alongside their wonderfully fruggable shufflers

(check ‘The Virus' and ‘Midnight Lady’) are plenty

more emotive moments, and lots of vocals

throughout, courtesy of themselves (vocodered up

of course), Niara Scarlet, Mary Joy and Amrit. Oh,

and there’s a fair smattering of smut too, most

notably on the not-so-subtly titled ‘The Pornstar’

and 'Pumpunani'.

"We can’t hide the fact that we have that stuff In

us,” chortles Dylan. “I think it just comes from a

love of writing sexy music. We like things that

shuffle and swing and that are sensuous. The
whole concept of the album is about expression

really, which is why we called it 'In The Now’. It’s

not about being on the pulse or ahead of any

game, it’s purely that every track we write is for

that moment. We're not worried about what it’s

gonna do the next day, or what it did yesterday. . .

it’s purely about the now.”

SOUL PURISTS tend to be

pretty hard to please. So when an

artist’s debut album gets almost

universal acclaim, it’s obvious

something special has emerged.

UK audiences got their first taste of

India Arie when she supported Musiq

Soulchild at their London show at the

end of April. And India’s ‘Acoustic

Soul' is a genre-defying, but always

deeply soulful, 13-track album.

“I’m not looking to change my
music for anyone,” says the 25

year-old Philadelphia native.

Meanwhile barely audible rhymes, delivered in

astounding flows that recall the old skool days when
skills were what hip hop was all about, but also recall

speaking in tongues, deliver messages like “One man’s
floor/ Is another man’s floor with a pillow on it” and
The plants call you a lonely monkey/ In a very large

glass cage”. Basically, whoever your favourite hip hop
artists are, cLOUDDEAD don’t sound like them.

Now, luckily, Will Ashon’s Big Dada have collected the

“BACK THEN, the aim was to avoid gainful

employment,” says Hooj head honcho Red
Jerry. “In 1 990, Hooj was a two man and a
dog operation. And in terms of producers,

we were much more parochial.”

Jerry, real name Jeremy Dickens, was once a
Socialist Worker, hence his Marxist monicker. But
with impeccable timing. Red drtched politics in favour
of small stick men logos and thundering trance riffs.

Hooj's 10th and 1 1th releases were ‘Don’t You Want
Me’ by Felix - a classic Red Jerry/Rollo production -

and ‘High’ by Hyper Go Go. Both became monster-

selling singles. Then Hooj released a slew of

riff-tastic roof raisers in the Paul Oakenfold vein:

“a ridiculously lucrative time,” says Jerry.

Bruising and brutal tracks by Andronicus and
Nalin & Kane became Goa and Gatecrasher
anthems, finding favour with jocks from Pete
Tong to Tlesto. Then there was their Prolekult

offshoot, which catered for the harder palate.

Never a label to rest on Its laurels, Hooj now
specialises in tribal tracks like Trancesetter’s

stripped grooves and experimentalism of their long-

playing debut, 'Headstates' (“the world doesn’t

need another instrumental techno album," Stuart

declares), and adopt a more listener-friendly

approach for their new 'Alien Radio’ long-player.

“This one flows and has more vocalists," observes

Orde. “It actually has songs on it. We wanted the

challenge of breaking people into things we hadn’t

done before."

“If you look back at your favourite albums," agrees

Stuart, “it’s the songs and lyrics you remember.

That's definitely the direction we’re now headed in.”

Simply put, but also true. ‘Alien Radio’ is more

rounded and musical than previous fare, leading off

with the rocking bass-addled 'Lifetimes’ single, a

showcase for the plaintive tones of Tyrone Power.

There is one question, however, that will be on

many a music enthusiast’s lips - why is Slam’s

hallmark tune, the 1993 classic 'Positive Education’

popping up yet again on their 2001 album?

Off to

Slam’s monthly residency at Alaska, where things

grow progressively wilder as the duo tear through a

set of rude housification, moving swiftly into the

realms of sexy techno. The floor’s awash with

sweat and writhing limbs all the way to a flying finish

of ‘Lifetimes’, which someone is even attempting to

sing along to. The Scots, however, don’t stop there

(3am? Pah!), so before you can say ‘Right On

. . . with, er, Boy George

HOW FAR WOULD YOU GO FOR A PARTY?
Down the motorway? Through the Channel

(as In Eurostar’s slightly suspect ‘Get out of it’

adverts)? You lightweights.

Right now we’re in Bosnia, in an SFOR (the

UN/NATO Stabilisation Force) minibus, roaring

past a landscape that’s punctuated by bombed
out farmhouses. We're heading for a sprawling

metal factory that’s been converted into an army
base - our home for the next two nights - near
a place called Banja Luka, a town in a UN
controlled rogue state (the self-styled Republic

Of Serbska). In order to attend a gig in a
converted bomb shelter. And just in front of us,

in a UN Land Rover that’s just that little bit more
plush than the press bovver bus, is diamond
geezer, DJ and promoter Tomislav Stojanovic,

normally found running tings at Club Class in

Maidstone. And Boy George! Fuckin’ 'ell!

The story of how this sorry-arsed band -

Muzik, a man from The Times who looks like

Terry Scott crossed with Joss Ackland, a very

lairy snapper who usually does things like

going undercover with football hoolies, and a
DV-toting camera crew - came to be in the

former warzone is an amazing one, which can
be summarised at high speed, thus:

1) A radio station called Oksigen - set up by
NATO and run by Britain’s Captain David Bailey,

a man who dresses like Lovejoy and ran pirate

stations back in 1 968 - that pumps out dance
and pop music interspersed with advice like ‘if

you come across a shiny metal object buried in a
field - don't hit it with a stick’. 2) A search for

programming to fill airtime that led to Wise
Buddah (the company that makes Pete Tong and
Judge Jules’ shows among many others), who
kindly obliged with a gift of Boy George’s radio

show (usually syndicated in a more traditional

way, to broadcasters like the Galaxy Network).

3) The radio station becoming the most llstened-

to In the region, starting to bring together,

through the universal tongue of music and
phone-ins, people who have been torn apart by
the most repulsive, genocidal warfare imaginable.

4) Oksigen setting up local club nights. And
now, the pulling out of the big guns - the world's

leading drag queen DJ being parachuted

(practically) Into the region, to once again remind
the populace that war is, quite literally, “stupid”.

''[Wise Buddah’s] Julie Dawson came back
from Bosnia raving about the place," George
recalls. “She just basically pressured me to

find a slot in my diary. . . And I quite liked the

idea of staying on an army barracks."

Ah, the barracks. This is not the most
luxurious of press junkets, and quite honestly,

no amount of attractive young people in uniform
is going to fully compensate. Checking the

Itinerary, we find that not only does it announce
breakfast the following morning as being at a
sphincter-tightening OSOOhrs, but that right at

the top, In the slot where it normally says
'score vast amounts of drugs', is the phrase
'mine awareness briefing’.

It will take 25 years to clear the one million

mines In Bosnia. The guy who's giving the

briefing is a very clipped, very military,

Canadian officer. He talks in short sentences,
and says things like:

“Then you have anti-tank mines. They fire a
charge into the vehicle, killing everyone inside

it. I lost a good friend to one of these.’’

As he speaks, mobile phones intermittently

go off among the press corps, playing upbeat
ditties downloaded from the internet. It’s an
uncomfortable 20 minutes.

We are then shuffled off to meet Major Robin
Hodges, who is in charge of 'psychological

operations’ (army-speak for ‘marketing’) and
looks and sounds so much like Monty Python’s
Terry Jones, I keep expecting him to go out and
then reappear playing an organ in the nude.
“Bosnia has an entrenched gun culture. Far

more so than America, even,’’ he explains. “To
give you an example. . . soldiers fear hand
grenades, because once you pull out the pin, at

some point It’s going to go off. Here, women
use hand grenades as anti-mugging devices."

Time for a drink.



The Banja Luka barracks holds 1 ,400 soldiers

from the British, Canadian, Dutch, and various

other armed forces. The cheap alcohol-fuelled

social hotspot that is the officers' mess holds

about 50 people, so you could think of it as the

VIP area of the base. George is busy trying to

chat up a handsome Canadian sergeant, so

Muzik buttonholes Oksigen’s Dave Beel, SFOR’s

leading DJ, who’s going to be playing the warm

up slot at the gig tomorrow night.

“They [the top brass] won’t pay for someone to

DJ in the clubs. They should, but they only tend to

do things that are tried and tested," Beel says. It

might sound a bit silly, but think about it - Oksigen

is bringing people together through music, so why

not extend that? If you've got off your face with

someone in a club, you’ve got to be less likely to

subsequently go and kill them. So why not

introduce the Queen's Own Regiment Of The

Wheels Of Steel to facilitate that?

But then dance music hacks aren't the best

people to ask about the world's problems. DJs,

people who produce radio programs and the

army probably aren't either. But whatever you

might think about the military, or Boy George's

DJing, or Wise Buddah’s stranglehold on national

dance music radio, what all of them are doing

here is clearly a brilliant, positive thing. Even if

George himself has reservations about its

effectiveness. “It’s naive to imagine that music

can heal people's lives," he muses at one point.

“All it can do is provide light relief."

George proves to be an extremely likeable

former member of the cast of the A-Team during

the course of the trip. He's here working for

nowt, swears like a trooper and, despite that

otherworldly air that the properly famous have,

Is both aware and self-aware.

“It’s a bit patronising for westerners to go and

gawp like vultures at peoples’ hardships," he

admits. “To be honest, half the time on this trip I

feel like a frivolous airhead celebrity engaging in

things that don’t concern me."

And while the former Culture Clubber and

pantomime dame to the nation is anything but an

airhead, it has to be said that the spectacle of

Boy George as cultural attache is a bizarre one.

His weekend's activities include meeting women
whose village has been devastated and are now
rebuilding their community. Attending a press

conference to field questions such as "why do

you love hats?’’ and “do you like working?’’.

Having very small books of matches proffered to

him by men who look like Borat, in honour of the

European Go championships, which are taking

place next door. Being given talks about the

importance of SFOR's work by earnest young

military types. Being scowled at by other, less

earnest military types. It's. . . odd.

But on with the show.

At Banja Luka’s Musichalle venue, it's wall-to-

wall Slavic youth. It’s a roadblock; It’s rammed.

Dave Beel's playing his very best hardbag

marching music, and as much as you might think

Bosnians would be fed up of loud banging

noises by now, they’re lapping it up.

Having been introduced as 'Mr Tommy Slav’,

Tomislav takes over and does the 'proper DJ'

thing of starting with a beatless track. A faintly

terrifying 'get on with it!’ vibe ensues. Although

Tomislav later reckons “I wasn’t worried about the

crowd’s reaction," I’m absolutely bricking it.

What if these rather macho people decide to kill

us all? I'm too young to die, surely? But

Tomislav kicks some beats in, the struggling PA

hums into life and everything's okay.

By the time George makes his way to the

decks, in full ceremonial slap and stupid hat

(which he doesn’t actually wear all the time, Muzik

can reveal) it’s more like a rock gig than a club -

eveiyone's crammed in like sardines, facing the

stage. Nobody can dance in any accepted sense

of the word, so instead they shuffle on the spot,

then put their hands up every time the music

peaks - like a Mexican wave. George plays

tracks like Circuit Boy’s 'The Door’, Degrees Of

Motion's 'Shine On’. . . It’s pretty obvious it's not

what the crowd are used to hearing (“they’ve got

their own scene and they like it banging," as

George observes), but they're intent on going for

it regardless. So they do. Until 7am the following

morning, by which time the bar’s been drunk dry.

George - who freely admits that "If I’m playing

to a crowd of 20,000 people going nuts. I’ll fixate

on the one guy in the corner with his arms folded."

reckons it’s a “positive" gig. Tomislav comes back

to play a second set after George finishes and is

obviously having a ball, as are the crowd.

David Bailey, the man behind Oksigen.

meanwhile, is ecstatic.

“If we could have someone this big playing

every week, we could do more than the entire

international community put together is doing.

There’s people from every ethnicity here, and

they all know who's who - they can tell by the

accents. And they’re all having a good time

together. All they care about Is their future."

House music has always been about bringing

people together. “Brothers, sisters, we’ll make it

to the promised land" and all that. Here, in a land

where the only promise people want is of a

normal life, because they’ve seen the alternative,

those vague, trite, idealistic, sublime sentiments

could actually mean something.

Music Conference?

Whatwe can remember

Another year, another Winter Music

Conference over and done with. And as

tradition demands, the returning human
debris will wax incoherently about the high

standard of hearty partying and the South

Beach booty parade, while those who bitterly

kept the home fires burning will sniff at the

lack of meetings actually made, or loftily

proclaim something like “Actually I much
prefer Midem, at least you can get some work

done there.” Uh, yeah right.

For those who think that the Miami WMC
started in the mid-Nineties, around about the

time that Ibiza was being uncovered and Ultra

Nate was warbling about being ‘Free’, it's

worth noting that the WMC actually started in

1985.

Norman’s US diary

Part One: The Oscars

“The Oscars were lovely this year. We had a

marvellous time and ended up on a table with

Sophie Coppola and Bo Derek. But as far as DJing

was concerned it was the pits, like the worst

wedding you’ve played at ever - eight people

danced all night! Mind you, they included Gillian

Anderson, Kate Hudson, Stella McCartney and

Sophie Dahl, which compensated a bit.

“The party itself was at a restaurant in LA. Puffy

Daddy was there. . . and then Jennifer Lopez walked

in with her new man. That was a strange moment. I

should have stopped the music for dramatic effect!

Wise words, sir.
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20 YEARS AGO, long before he encountered

Ibiza, trance, and the Guinness Book Of Records,

an 1 8 year-old Paul Oakenfold in a shiny nylon suit

was jumping the queue outside New York’s Studio

54 by pretending to be a journalist.

‘"Paul Oakenfold, NME'. That’s what my ID

said,” he chuckles. “And my mate’s said he was
from the Melody Maker. We’d just flash these

badges, and get in free. It was great!”

After qualifying as a chef and looking for a

record company job in London without success,

Oakey and a friend had decided to jump on a

plane. “I went off to New York to see what
would happen. I knew I wanted to do something

to do with music. I thought ‘if it doesn’t work
out, I’ll just go back and still be a chef’. In the

end, it was an amazing education.”

Whether or not there are pictures of Oakenfold

wearing tight flares and a tank top during this

period is unknown, but his disco education

involved regular trips to Paradise Garage and
exposure to the early house sounds of Larry

Levan. And when it came to learning about

drugs, there could be no better school than the

New York club scene of the early Eighties.

‘‘I was just a kid. I didn’t know much about

drugs then, and at first, I seriously couldn't work
out how all these people were staying up all night.

We’d be watching these people off their heads,

while we sat in the corner at 7am, knackered.”

Oakenfold eventually got the hang of this

clubbing thing, inspired by the feeling that, "When
you’re 19 in New York, you think you can do
anything - and you can." He got a job at Arista in

New York, developed a major hip hop habit, and
after about a year there, returned to London as an
A&R for US rap labels like Profile and Def Jam.

His DJing took off, and after experiencing Ibiza in

1987 and championing the Balearic sound
alongside Nicky Holloway, Danny Rampling and
chums, Oakenfold’s profile kept on rising as
Spectrum and the acid house scene hit its peak in

'88. You probably know what happened next.
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By 1 999, Oakey was a dance music institution

and officially the most successful DJ in the world.

But while he’s always happy to soak up the love of

the punters in the club, he cuts a strangely solitary

figure within the business, always shying away

from having his pole greased by the UK dance

industry’s social whirl. “I don’t hang out in the

industry,” he states firmly.

Keeping the industry at arm’s length has been part

of Oakey’s secret. He didn’t get caught up in the

endless round of DJ boxes and VIP rooms. Instead,

he was running Perfecto, producing the Happy

Mondays and remixing anything that moved. He

didn't get teary-eyed about leaving his mates at

Cream or Home. He stayed as long as it made

sense to stay, and then got stuck into the next

challenge, v\^ich in this case, is America.

1 will nail America," Oakey told Muzik back in ’99.

Maybe so, but this kind of comment, coupled with

the fact that he no longer spends most of his time in

the UK, has led to repeated accusations of

arrogance from voices in the UK dance scene. He’s

also been accused of selling out, of commercialising

dance music and bringing its cheesiest aspects to

people too ignorant to know what's going on.

Perhaps understandably. Oakenfold is less than

sympathetic to these views. “When this scene was

really small, everyone complained about it. Now

it's massive and people still complain. I come from

a positive part of this scene. People say I’m

commercialising the music. How? I don’t play on

radio in a traditional way, 90% of the music I play

isn't even on promo. What’s wrong with giving,

sharing and helping people have a good time?”

He also challenges the idea that DJs are to blame

for the rise of a global, corporate dance industry

that's stifling creativity and variety.

“Why are people having a go at the DJs? We're

not trying to monopolise the scene. If that’s

happening, whose fault would that be?"

"You said it. I didn’t even need to say that. It’s

obvious. Whoever’s at the front of anything is the

target. That’s why the DJs get it in the neck."

Maybe it’s because he spends a lot of time in a

country where success leads inevitably to respect,

but Oakenfold’s critics clearly piss him off. In fact,

if he were still In the hip hop scene, he might well

refer to them as playa haters.

“In America, you do well, they’re like, ‘Fantastic!

You’ve worked hardi’ In England, if people do well,

we knock that. England is a wonderful country.

We’re a wonderful race of people, but we’ve got

this negative side about us all, me included. In

America, they don't seem to be so negative."

Perhaps not, but comments he made on an

American TV show, and in US dance mags like Urb

and XLR8R, have got up American noses. Some

were left with the impression that Oakey sees

himself as the saviour of American dance culture.

'Td never say that. I may be dyslexic, but 1 ain’t

that stupid," he mutters angrily. "Maybe we’re

becoming a threat to some US dance people who

don't like all the English coming over.”

Anyone who's heard a US backpacker carving

up Europe from his youth hostel HQ (“Toosday

morning, we’ll do Paris, Toosday lunchtime we’ll do

Amsterdam”) will realise that the concept of

“nailing" a country is a very American one. Two

years ago, Oakey may have told Muzik he would

nail America, but his subsequent comments have

been much more restrained. So why are the

Americans so steamed up? Because they’re used

to doing the nailing. In spite of his critics, Oakey

loves the American club scene, and the majority of

its punters seem to love him right back.

“I like the energy and the positivity of the

American club scene. People are really happy that

I’ve flown all this way to play for them."

His strategy for building his profile in America

was to work from the bottom up. “In the States,

you have to be a songwriter and a singer in the old

traditional way. You can’t just go and sample

someone’s tune, make a dance record out of it and

get national airplay." So for the last two years,

Oakenfold and his team have been persistently

touring - and not just in the cool spots. “We'd go

to tiny clubs in the middle of nowhere, playing to

tiny crowds. And the next time they'd be bigger."

It seems to be working. Having mixed the new

Madonna and Muse records, Oakenfold's composing

the soundtrack for John Travolta’s forthcoming movie.

Swordfish. He’s going on tour with Moby and

Outkast, and he’s strengthening the US connection

by signing up progressive spinners D:Fused and

Argentina’s Heman Cattaneo to Perfecto. As for the

future, Oakey - like fellow globe-trotting

entrepreneur Rupert Murdoch - spends an increasing

amount of time in China.

Oakenfold’s work in America is far from done,

but even if, in two years’ time, he's concentrating

on peaking in Peking, Oakey’s ultimate dream will

always be an American one.

“I learnt that American Way," he states baldly.

“That feeling that you can take on the world - and

sometimes you can win."
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Cream, Gatecrasher and the new British invasion

BEING THE BIGGEST club in Britain doesn’t

mean what it used to. It’s like Man U winning the

premiership - nice, but domestic success is no

longer the main aim. These days, the UK’s most

successful clubs have their sights set overseas.

Specifically, the States. Like every musical

movement since the Sixties, dance has glimpsed

its holy grail - and it’s called the USA.

“There’s a gold rush on out there right now," says

Cream’s James Barton. “Every big British club you

can think of is heading for the States, shovels at

the ready. It’s a contest to see who can make it

there first. The potential rewards are enormous.”

UK club culture trying to bridge the Atlantic is

nothing new. In 1 990, Factory Records founder

Tony Wilson stood up at New York's New Music

Seminar and announced that the US was about to

be invaded by British dance bands. Five Factory-

hosted nights at the city’s Sound Factory, featuring

the likes of A Guy Called Gerald, was supposed to

start the ball rolling. It didn’t.

“There have been two or three blips like that," says

Barton. “People saying British dance music is about

to blow up over there - then nothing. It was the

same with ’electronica’. The problem with that was

it was all about The Prodigy, Fatboy Slim and The

Chemical Brothers selling millions of records. When

a scene relies on specific bands, it loses

momentum. As soon as you get a two or three year

gap between albums, something else sneaks in.

“This new phase is different. American kids are

beginning to embrace the whole club lifestyle. For

the first time, there is real interest in DJ culture.

People like Paul Oakenfold, Sasha and John

Digweed are seen as pop stars there now, just as

they are over here."

Oakey, Sasha and Diggers: the not-so-holy trinity.

“They’ve definitely paved the way for the rest of

us," says Gatecrasher’s Simon Paine. “Oakey

in particular. His commitment has had a huge

impact. Two years ago, dance was very much

an underground scene in the States. Now, it’s

moving into the mainstream.’’

Ministry Of Sound’s Mark Rodol is sceptical about

how much longer the UK Stateside boom will last.

“I don’t think British clubs should get carried away

quite yet. A certain amount of caution is required,

not least because we’ve heard the same sort of

hype several times before. The fact is there are still

very few media outlets for dance music in the US.

There is hardly any dance music radio and next to

no TV. For club culture to break big in the States, it

will have to work with MTV. It might take a good-

looking, 21 year-old DJ who makes his own records

and can give a good inteiview to cross that barrier.’’

Meanwhile, British clubs are at odds over what is

the best way to establish their brand in the States.

Cream, whoVe been popping over there for four

years, recently decided to ditch touring in favour of

big, one-off events. The first US Creamfields festival

takes place In New York on September 1 st, with

another planned for Las Vegas later the same month.

Instead of constantly touring the whole country, we
decided it would be better to do a series of events for

50,000 people," says Barton. “Creamfields lets us

go beyond a couple of banners and Cream DJs."

“There are two strategies to breaking the States,”

reckons Simon Paine, who masterminded a 30-date

Gatecrasher tour there last year. “One is putting on

big events. The other is building a fan base by

touring. We think touring is better. We can find out

what American clubbers like and what they don’t like.

It's all about the work you’re prepared to put in.

Gatecrasher didn’t become successful overnight in

the UK, nor did any other club. It took several years

and it’s going to be the same in the States.”

Running residencies in major US cities is another

option. Gatecrasher currently hosts nights once a

month in Miami, Las Vegas, LA and at New York's

Twilo. God’s Kitchen does the same in Las Vegas,

Miami, Washington and New York.

“We’ve had a lot of offers to do US events, but

v^e’re not into those 'two banners and a couple of

balloons' kind of nights," says God's Kitchen’s

Chris Griffin. “The last time we played Las Vegas,

we flew over a £30,000 stage set. If you're gonna
do it, you gotta do it right.”

If British clubs do hit the jackpot in the States, their

US counterparts may not be too happy. To avoid any

resentment - and to tap straight into local scenes -

the likes of Cream and God's Kitchen have made a

point of collaborating with American promoters and

DJs. Cream is bringing US DJs such as Sandra

Collins, DJ Dan and Jimmy Van M to the UK and

God’s Kitchen's Stateside events always involve at

least one of the venue's resident DJs. Gatecrasher's

Simon Paine, however, has a more bullish approach.

“American promoters shouldn’t be pissed off," he

says. “Lots of UK clubs have been booking US
DJs for years. What’s the difference? In the early

Nineties, we had DJs like David Morales and

Masters At Work coming over here, demanding

huge fees because they could fill clubs. This is just

us getting our own back.”
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“PRESIDENT BUSH? I don’t think he’s got the

right IQ to be in the job. Have you heard his crazy

little speeches?” Ali 'Dubfire' Shirazinia doesn’t do

middle ground. Neither does his studio and DJ

partner, Sharam Tayebi. “He’s a businessman,”

spits Sharam. “He's smart in a way but he’s not

what people expect a President to be.”

And there’s more. “A lot of superclubs have been

afraid to experiment. Now they’re realising that

people want better music and are sick and tired of

the bullshit. But radio over here is even more

fucked up than in the UK. It’s all about hip hop and

r&b. Dance music is underground and it's gonna be

eight to 10 years before radio gets hip to this culture

- we’re still considered as a hippy movement. But

today's radio programmers are yesterday’s hippiesl”

From their humble beginnings on the DDR imprint

to their current position on top of the prog tree, the

Washington DC duo have worked like demons to

get where they are today. Over the last 1 8 months

Ali and Sharam’s Yoshitoshi label has morphed from

a cutting-edge tech-trance label into something

more sophisticated and eclectic, with Miguel Migs

and The 6400 Crew nuzzling comfortably alongside

releases from Mysterious People and PQM.

Their much vaunted DJ sets, however, are a totally

different ball park. Deep Dish offer an intense club

experience. Right now, Muzik is in Miami and it’s

three days since the duo DJed for Renaissance. Ali

smiles widely, eager to offer an anecdote.

“When we played, some guy said ‘the way you

play, people who do ecstasy are leaving!’.”

He's right. Like Dannys Howells and Tenaglia,

Deep Dish deal in dramatic sets that ebb and flow

like the tide: their aim is to jolt your mind as well as

your feet. Don’t expect them to be gentle with you.

Sharam: “Our sound isn’t conducive to a happy E

experience. It fucks with your head!”

With residencies up and running in San Francisco,

Nottingham and London - or Release, Renaissance

and Fabric to be more specific - the word is definitely

spreading. The duo are currently appearing in an

advert for the Apple corporation in America. Like BT

and ‘Little' Louie Vega - who appear in the ad

alongside old timers Iggy Pop and Barry White - the

duo are becoming as important to American clubland

as Iggy and Baz were in their fields (mammoth

smack ingestion and pie-eating, respectively). House

music is now more than a way to release weekly

tensions In the US: it’s fast becoming almost as

bankable as, say, smuggling arms or dealing coke.

“Everyone’s watching that ad," says Sharam,

“and it's fantastic for dance music because now all

of a sudden it’s credible.”

Kandy ravers notwithstanding, of course. These

brightly-attired neo- 'Crasher kids are doing their

nuts to trance all over American clubs right now. Ali

offers some homespun philosophy on the situation.

'They're young,” he shrugs, “and they should be

allowed to do their own thing. Everyone always

thinks 'back in the day’ was better. Back in the

day may have been better for you and me, but for

the younger crowd, this IS their back in the day.”

For fleeting fun, musical nostalgia is wonderful,

as BBC2 and Channel 4 have discovered of late.

But Deep Dish are only too aware that dance music

is alive and thriving in 2001
,
and it’s the influence of

Europe that’s making it so. “The quality of music is

amazing now," says Ali. “In the past, out of 10
records, nine would be American and one would be
European. Now it’s the other way round: Peace
Division, Cass & Slide, Ben Shaw, Sander

Kleinenberg. . . the Europeans are kicking ass!”

“Trance is still major though,” he warns. “And

young kids who don’t know shit go to raves where
they play trance. And now they call it hard house,

which is the biggest piece of shit I’ve heard in

my life. People who play that sort of shit ought

to be shot.”

“But we’re not purists,” offers Sharam, rather

improbably. “We embrace all forms of music and I

think that’s helped us achieve success. A lot of

DJs take themselves too seriously but we're all

regular people, so step off that pedestal! Egos
hurt dance music more than anything else."

So there you have it: Deep Dish think kids

should do what they want, but not go to raves; and
think that hard house DJs should be shot but

maintain that they aren’t purists. So what? The
passion that keeps Deep Dish’s mouths motoring

is also what makes them the leaders of the

progressive scene, and the standard bearers of

Yank club culture. Long may they reign.

ISANYBODY READING THIS?
No? Good-we can confess. We
never liked Air's first album. There,

we've said It. It was alright initially,

but a year's worth of repetition in

every trendy store, on every soul-

sappingly ‘cool' TV program, and at

the houses of every single person we
know, drove us to a point where we
could live without Air quite

comfortably, thanks.

But what couldwe do? Swept
along on a wave of press euphoria

that culminated in ‘Moon Safari'

being voted Record OfThe Year by
everyonefrom NME to World Of
Plumbing to, erm, us, we kept our

heads down and took it like the

bitches we undoubtedly are.

But now the nightmare is over. Four
long years have passed, the fuss has
died down, 'The Virgin Suicides’

sold about 1 4 copies. . . we can slag

this this with impunity, can we not?

Er, no. Unfortunately, those cunning

French swine have gone and made
the best electronic record ofthe year.

How very annoying of them.

Let’s get what minor dissing we can
dredge up out of the way first. 'The

Vagabond’, the Beck ‘collaboration',

sounds suspiciously like Beck on his

own to us, and so its appeal will

depend on yourfondness for his acid

cowpoke schtick. 'Radian'

threatens to go somewhere, but

never quite does. Er. . . that’s it.

From Air’s love letter to their synths

on ‘Electronic Performers' to the

too-much-cheese-before-bed sex
dream of 'Caramel Prisoner' this

sumptuously produced magic
carpet ride of an album references

the Sixties, Seventies, Eighties and
Nineties but is beholden to none of

them. It takes electronic sounds

and makes them human, vulnerable,

romantic even. It’s wonderful.

Prime examples: 'How Does It

Make You Feel' uses those IMac
computer voices -you know the

ones, you’ve heard them a million

times before - and gets them to rasp

out simple, impossibly moving
declarations of love, then Introduces

a soaring, yearning chorus to create

the most beautiful song you’ll hear In

2001. Nocontest. Then 'Radio #1’

goes off in totally the other direction

to equal effect. Fists of pure emotion
will be raised high as this Air version

ofAOR liftsyou into the stars, and
the most naively apposite, life-

affirming message of 2001 makes
everything so clear: “Ifyour ears at

once/ Reject musical trash/ Baby
you’re number one".

Elsewhere, 'LuckyAnd Unhappy’
paints the vastness of America with

the simplest of watercolour strokes.

‘People In The City’ depicts the

same city of happy workers whose
smiles are just starting to freeze on
their faces as Talking Heads' ‘Don’t

Worry About The Government’.

And then there’s ‘Wonder Milky

Bitch’. Supposedly theirode to

“treating girls a little bit badly," It is

of course, nothing of the sort-any
more than the Olympian

homoerotIcism of ‘Sexy Boy' was
about treating boys a little bit badly.

It groans with a surreal sensuality

that's more Flash Gordon than

Deep Throat and it’s fantastique.

So that's it, the game’s up. As Daft

Punk’s glittering robo-kitsch sews
up their end of the market. Air have
completed the French pincer

movement and liberte, fraternite and
technologie are the order of the day.

Making music ofsuch magnificence
it hurts. Air have destroyed the

competition at a stroke and shown
that -just sometimes - taking

forever to finish your follow-up

album can pay dividends that make
all that time worthwhile.

The

classic sounds of Detroitand Chicago still feature

heavily, but it’s the fusion of those old school

influences with their own vision and keen sense of

balance that makes ‘Alien Radio' shine

.

'Positive Education' is on here, and you'll already

know It unless you’re six years old and come from

Taliban-controlled Afghanistan. Then there’s

‘Lifetimes’ (the new single) which you soon will

know, but it's tracks like the electro-powered 'Alien

Radio' or the heavily textured, fractured breaks of

'Narco Tourist’ that prove the Slam duo are still

adding new strings to their bows.

Other highlights include the softly sung ‘Visions’ and

the album’s closer, ‘Virtuoso’, where Mayday strings

and deep warm bass round things off beautifully.

So there it Is - no gimmicks, no fads and no

pandering to the powers that be, just top notch

house and techno. Pure and simple.

At present it’s a prototype, it has no

fancy Graphical User Interface, but it functions beautifully. We are looking at It

because we reckon It represents the shape of things to come for DJ technology.

It has the potential to blow the boundaries between DJIng, remixing and

production out of existence. And it’s available free for beta testing from

www.autopilot.co.uk in its current form. You know where you heard it first.

The soft state of play. .

.

There’s a lot of CXIing software around - mostly

adaptations of MP3 jukebox software with a virtual

crossfader boiled on. It tries to emulate existing DJ

technology, so offers two 'decks’ and concentrates

on pretty graphics. It all forces you to mix with a

mouse (and a computer keyboard if you’re lucky).

Regardless of how good it is, it's not taken very

seriously by DJs. Hummingbird is a bit different.

Rewind. .

.

Two decks and a mixer is proven technology with

incredible versatility and the potential to bring mixing

joy to millions. That has already been invented. Why

reinvent it? Why not approach the idea of DJ

'software' in terms of wliat a computer can do that

decks cannot? Hummingbird contains the equivalent

of eight turntables and 24 samplers but it is operated

entirely via hardware covered in knobs and sliders.

I think my brain blew up!

Yeah, you're right, nobody could keep eight decks

and 24 samplers under control, no matter how good

they are. Enter the computer. .

.

Knobs ’n’ buttons
Instead of a mouse and keyboard, Hummingbird

uses a standard MIDI hardware control surface as

the only means of control. A Fostex DCM-100

(currently £20 to £50 second hand) to be precise,

which has eight strips of sliders, knobs and

buttons. MIDI hardware controllers are universal,

though, so it’s possible to use Hummingbird with a

whole range of controllers, which can be

configured to suit you.

Modes
Hummingbird has two modes, selected by buttons

on the controller, 'track select' and 'track play’.

The knobs on the controller do different things in

the two different modes.

Putting a record on. .

.

In 'select' mode a knob on the control panel is

used to choose between any of a dozen record

boxes. This allows you to have a filing system that

enables you to find the track you want, quickly and

easily. Bear in mind that a 75GB hard drive would

hold around 1 ,000 Individual tracks recorded at

CD quality. The moment you enter a record box

the fimt record listed in that box is cued and played

in your headphones (but not the main outputs, just

like any cue system). Another knob is used to

select individual tracks from v/ithin the box. Again,

the moment you select a track it appears in your

headphones. A further knob sets the point in the

track where you want playback to begin.
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Mixing it

When you hit the mode button again you tell the software

you've found the right track and are ready to roll it. All

you have to do from there is slide a channel fader up on

the control panel and send the sound to the main output.

The mode button also acts as a mute button (so if the

fader was already up the sound would have cut in).

Nov; for the fun stuff. Hummingbird automatically

loops everything. If you set playback to begin at the start

of a track, it automatically loops the first 1 6 beats. If you

then hit the button at the top of the channel strip it will

play past the end of the loop and continue to play the rest

of the track as usual. If you decide to hit the same

button again at any point in the track Hummingbird will

seamlessly drop in to looping whichever 1 6 beat section

happens to be playing at the time. Hit the button again

and it continues through the song. Take a deep breath

and think hard on that concept for a moment or Kvo.

A choice of three loops per channel can be assigned to

another knob on the control panel. Tvriddling the knob

causes or^e of the three loops (the first at the far left of

the knob’s diameter, the second at 1 2 o’clock, the third

at the far right) to kick into the main mix. It doesn’t start

each loop from beat one when you select it, but cuts

across as if the new loop had been playing alongside.

Now bear in mind that you have eight 'decks' to play

with, each with this ability to fuck about witli loops.

Another deep breath there, I think. .

.

Music. .

.

Getting music in to Hummingbird has to be done in

advance. When you first record in a particular track you

have to drop a couple of 'markers' at 1 6 beat intervals.

By telling the software the duration of a 1 6 beat section

of a track you are letting it know the exact tempo of that

piece of music. This only needs doing once and doesn't

take long. When you call up that track for playback the

system automatically re-pitches it to precisely match the

current master tempo. So this thing actually beat

matches for you. This leaves you, the DJ, free to

concentrate on selecting and mixing/remixing tracks.

How fast?

If you adjust the master tempo at any time all eight tracks

are pitched up or down to match it. It will shift any piece

of music to anything between 70bpm and 1 80bpm.

Only the new Vestax Pdx2000 decks with their 50%

pitch control can rival Hummingbird here.

Techy stuff. .

.

The software runs on a standard PC and it only ever

needs to run 16 channels of audio so the machine does

not need to be very powerful at all. At present it runs

under Win98/ME, with ports planned for Mac and Linux.

Yes, perhaps, maybe. .

.

From there it is dovm to the DJ. This is not an

automated system. It will not select records, it will not

attempt to mix them for you. But the creative potential of

seamless eight deck mixing, access to your entire record

collection at all times and total loopability is too pov;erful

to ignore. Armed with a system like this every small child

in the country will be able to beat mix. So what will

become of the DJ in a v;orid where everyone is a live

remixer? Only you can provide the answers. .

Some people might argue that it

takes the skill out of DJing but then

you've suddenly got eight decks to deal

with. It’s taking things a bit further."

Having it completely matched for you,

that's taking a big thing out of it."

"It was interesting. For me it will always

be about the turntables, but for making

different versions of things and playing

your own tracks, it's interesting. I think

it's something that house and techno

people will take to more because of the

facility to mix together different genres

of music. If It got to a situation where

there was one in every club I’d probably

have to use it so I would, but I think vinyl

will always be part of the culture."

(hard house)
“I think it’s fascinating. I am a bit of a

technophobe, but having seen how

potentially easy It could be to get to get

grips with this. I'm into it. For me, the big

thing is that if I'm playing hard house, I’d

be able to dig back into the archives and

pick out elements of music that I wouldn’t

be able to play now because the

production isn’t up to scratch or whatever.

I'd be able to pick out elements and just

customise the music. For me the

excitement of going out is about hearing

new music and being vibed up by it, and

nothing's going to vibe you up like

wondering how somebody has just

managed to throw in snippets of things

you wouldn't normally dance to in a million

years and made It work. It brings in a

third, fourth, fifth element."

ALLEN & HEATH’S large Xone

64 and 62 installation mixers caused

quite a stir in the superclubs last

year. Hence, the much smaller

Xone 32 has been awaited with the

kind of anticipation normally

reserved for a new Kraftwerk album.

The basics
The overall design of the Xone 32

is spacious and elegant with the

front panel dividing up nicely

between a fairly standard three

channel mixer and a rather lovely

analogue filter.

The first thing that hits you when

you get the Xone up and running

is a total lack of background hiss.

The overall sound quality of this

mixer is just plain wonderful. It is

worthy of any sound system you

may wish to drive with it.

The facilities are familiar: input

trim, auxilliary send, three way EQ,

cue button with status light, four

point individual channel level meters,

balance, a filter send button with

groovy purple status light and

channel fader. However the knob

at the top of each strip is not the

input trim, it’s the aux send (there is

no aux return - if you want to use

effects you’ll need to use one of the

channel Inputs to incorporate them).

The input trim has been placed on

the back panel. Many idiot DJs

abuse trim controls by turning them

to maximum (causing distortion) so

they’re possibly best out of harm’s

way. But this Is a professional

machine and It means that if you

find yourself in need of a little

compensation for a quiet or over-

loud pressing you’re forced to reach

round the back. Luckily the trim

controls have been placed right at

the top of the back plate and are

easily reached from a normal

working position so it is okay once

you get used to it. The phono/line

channel selection buttons are also

on the back. These are not easily

reachable, which is unfortunate as

they are pretty essential for anybody

wanting to use decks and CDs In

the same set.

In use, the channel strips are

cool. All the knobs and faders

have a lovely smooth action and

there’s plenty of finger room. The

EQ is very smooth sounding. It

doesn’t perform a total kill - far

from it - and it's more rounded and

softer than your average EQ. In

conjunction with the filter a very

broad range of brutal, kill type

effects can be achieved, anyway.

All of the EQ knobs have a handy

central notch.

The cue system is mostly

excellent. There are superb peak

hold main meters, a smooth 30mm
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split cue fader that performs a

decent crossfade and a loud but

hi-fi quality headphone output.

The channel faders are very

smooth running with a good curve

to them. It’s a bit of a shame that

A&H have used industry standard

60mm faders rather than the

100mm variety used in their larger

mixers - we were expecting long

faders as those who don’t really use

crossfaders cream over the 1 00mm
faders on the Xone 62 and 64.

The 45mm VGA crossfader is

gorgeous. It has a very loose

action that's slinky and sexy.

There’s a curve knob on the front

of the mixer which will take the

crossfade curve from a long gentle

slope using almost the entire

length of the fader to a really steep

slope that brings the Incoming

signal to full volume just a few

millimetres in. It’s not a scratch

fader but is definitely workable for

many basic scratch moves. There

are crossfade ’off’ (which is

unusual) and ‘reverse’ buttons too.

A particularly clever touch is the

presence of dual action transmute

buttons, a classic case of fresh

eyes looking at an old problem and

finding new solutions. When the

crossfader is near (ie the

appropriate channel is actually

playing), the buttons ‘punch out’

but when the fader is over on the

other side they 'punch in’.

But cool as these things are,

there’s no doubt that the killer

feature on the Xone32 is its lovely,

fully analogue, resonant filter.

It has a very well judged amount
of resonance that adds excitement

and punch without squealing.

There’s a choice of Low Pass,

Band Pass or High Pass filter

types and several can be engaged
at once. There’s also an LFO
assigned to filter cutoff frequency,

the rate of which can be set via a

‘tempo tap’ button and a nifty ‘x2’

button that doubles the rate.

There are also four ‘memory’

buttons. Press and hold one of

these buttons for two seconds or

more and the current filter settings

are memorised. Hitting the button

recalls the settings. However, they

don't memorise resonance, cutoff

frequency, LFO rate and LFO
depth - ie, all of the most

important aspects of the filter. The
memories definitely Improve the

workability of the filter in a live

situation, but it’s frustrating that

they do not simply memorise the

entire set of filter settings.

The 60mm fader on the bottom

right of the face plate is dual

function. Mostly it’s there to set

the cutoff frequency and is

fantastic to play and work with.

However whenever the LFO is

engaged this slider controls the

depth of the LFO - in other words,

how violently the LFO thrashes the

cutoff frequency around.

Design dilemma
The range of the cutoff frequency

assigned to the cutoff slider runs

from 1 0OHz to 20kHz. This means
that when you engage the filter

(when set as a Low Pass) there is

a noticeable drop in signal to the

output. This is not helpful at all as

Low Pass is the most commonly
used filter and the most useful

addition to the EQ in terms of clean
